Disabling location sharing
Requiring parental approval for messages and group invites from unknown contacts
Receiving notifications when new contacts are added

As always, we encourage families to have regular conversations about safe and responsible online
behaviour and to monitor children's use of social media and messaging apps. Working together helps to
ensure our children stay safe online.
